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Ambassador Bridge Security & Service Enhancement Initiative


Effective April 1, 2007, a new mandatory line release initiative was implemented at the Ambassador Bridge in Windsor, and will remain in effect until ACI Highway/E Manifest requirements are introduced and become mandatory.





All shipments imported at the Ambassador Bridge will be required to use a line release service option for clearance, unless they qualify as an “exception”.  Majority of shipments will be cleared using CSA/FAST, PARS, FIRST, A49, In Bond/Post Audit and In Transit.





Certain shipments with other government department requirements that cannot use line release clearance methods will be considered “exceptions” and continue to be referred to the off-site facility for final processing.





Trucks arriving unprepared to clear using one of the acceptable line release methods will be returned to the U.S.  Warnings are no longer being issued.  





Transaction Numbers – some carriers/drivers believe they must be in possession of a transaction number in addition to the PARS number to cross in Windsor.  The transaction number is not a requirement.  In a small number of cases where a keying error may have occurred, a transaction number may be used to correct the error.  Drivers should be requesting confirmation from the broker that the shipment has been submitted and accepted by CBSA. 





If a driver is unsure whether the shipment has been accepted, stopping on the U.S. side to check the status prior to crossing the bridge is strongly advised to avoid being sent back.  Status can be checked and verified through a variety of options, including:





Broker or carrier web-site


Pre-processing Centre


Phone – if broker provides this service





Bonded and post-audit carriers may present a completed A8A manifest to move the goods inland on their bond, or to their own yard if they have post audit privileges.  The manifest must be complete and ready to submit at PIL after a PARS has failed.  This is only encouraged, as an alternative in cases when confirming the PARS was accepted was not possible.  (i.e. One shipment in an LTL)





Drivers are reminded to ensure they give ALL PARS lead sheets to the Border Services Officer in the primary inspection line.  Once cleared, a stamped copy of each PARS will be returned to you.
